


Clearly, MS Administrative Services has taken liberty to arbitrarily choose which treatments require FDA approval
and which do not, and has chosen to deny coverage for what is clearly the standard of care for such an extreme
case. Recognizing the absence of consistency in their authorization process, we are appealing to you, as the plan
trustee and President of Omnipure Filter Company, to approve payment for deep brain stimulation for Mr.
Stockdale so that he may receive this potentially lifesaving procedure.

Based on the plan’s claims data and Mr. Stockdale’s out-of-pocket costs for his prescription drugs, we estimate Mr.
Stockdale’s current health care costs to range between $25,000 and $30,000 per month. In simplest terms, it costs
about $350,000 a year to maintain Mr. Stockdale in a constant state of immeasurable suffering.

It is our understanding that costs for the deep brain stimulation procedure performed at UCSF will be
approximately $140,000 to $150,000. Once the procedure is done and the treatment is successful, Mr. Stockdale’s
health care costs will drop dramatically. With minimal prescription drug costs and no more emergency room visits
to ease Mr. Stockdale’s suffering, the economic case for this procedure is very clear and compelling. With a
potential cost savings to the plan of $200,000 in the first year alone, approving the procedure is not only the
compassionate and morally correct decision, it is the responsible decision as a business owner and trustee of the
health plan.

We have attached the most recent appeal letter from Dr. Starr to Ms. Clark at MS Administrative Services for your
review and consideration. We strongly recommend that you speak directly with Dr. Starr to fully understand the
potential this procedure has to dramatically improve Mr. Stockdale’s life and the lives of his wife and children.
We can facilitate the call with Dr. Starr at your earliest convenience.

Mr. Stockdale has fought for so many years to save the lives of his four young children who suffer from
Eosinophilic Enteropathy. He has been an outstanding member of his community, his church and a dedicated
employee when he worked for Omnipure. This procedure will give him a chance at life without immeasurable
pain. It will give him a chance to, again, be a father and a husband. And it will give him a chance to, again, be a
productive member of the workforce and an active member of his church and his community.

Mr. Reid, we ask you to make the right decision. We ask you to approve the deep brain stimulation procedure for
Mr. Stockdale because it is the compassionate, morally correct, and responsible decision to make. Omnipure has a
very unique opportunity to restore life to a family that has been devastated by the tragic effects of cluster
headaches.
